A Faculty responsible for a specific academic discipline is tasked to
administer the academic disciplinary study for students throughout the University, unless
there is an appropriate reason for other faculties to administer the specific academic
disciplinary study, which shall be approved by the University Council

Individuals who enroll in the University’s courses under clause 1 are required to
pay for a fee at the rates stipulated in the University Announcement on Tuition Fees

Number 27 The Rector has an authority to scrutinize issues related to course
enrollment that are beyond what stipulated in the Regulation, only for the cases of which

the cause is related to the University’s academic program management

Section é
Course Addition and Withdrawal

Number 28 Addition of courses after the registration period can be done within 14
clays after the opening date of a regular semester, or within 7 days after the opening date of
a summer session. The Dean may allow addition of courses after the aforementioned period
only when there is a justifiable reason, but no later than 14 days prior to the last date of a
regular semester or a summer session as the case may be. In any case, students must meet

Course and Credit Transfer and Knowledge Transfer

In courses
where grade C and above are achieved, ACC may be recorded according to the criteria set

(2) Academic record of other students who are not under clause 1 shall be
prescrived as ACC

Number 34 Knowledge transfer and grant of credits from non-formal and informal
education may be undertaken based on the criteria and procedure set by the Dean, through
the Faculty Board'’s approval, by way of a Faculty Announcement.

Leave of Absence
Number 49 Students may request for leave of absence in the following cases:

(1) Military service or conscription

on Undergraduate Studies, 2561 B.E.,

By virtue of Article 23 of Thammasat University Act, 2558 B.E. (2015), the University
Coundil, at its 7/2018 meeting on 23 July 2018, approved the stipulations of the following:

Number 1  The Regulation shall henceforth be known as “Thammasat University
Undergraduate Studies Regulation, Amended and Updated (No. 2), 2561 B.E. (2018)”

Number 2  The Regulation shall be applied to all undergraduate students enrolled from
the academic year 2018 on

Number 3 In this Regulation,

“Annual Academic System” means the University’s academic system which
opens for registration only once per academic year. The system shall be conditionally applied to
study programs which require training during student’s last study year, and offer 6 or more course
works, or require credit attempted of at least 18 credits, or the programs that require training
based on student group rotation for each course work, with study time of at least 30 weeks, and
not over 36 weeks (beginning and ending of the study time shall be in accordance with the
University’s academic calendar.
